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Robert Pitcairn (1752-1770)

In the
meantime, for this issue, he tells the remarkable, but
ultimately tragic, story of Robert Piteairn.

Most people have heard of Pitcaim Island, because
of is role as a haven for some of the mutineers from
HMS Bounty who settled there in 1790, But few have
heard of Robert Pitcaim, who discovered the sland in
1767 and for who it s named. (Stricly speaking, the
discovery was acuually the first known European
sighting of the island.)

Pitcairn Island lies in the South Pacific, midway
between New Zealand and South America. It
(together with the uninhabitcd Ocno, Henderson and
Ducie Islands) is a British dependent teritory. ruled
by a Governor based in Wellington, New Zealand. lts
curtent population of Just under 50 leads a fragile
existence based on subsisience farming and fishing,
supplemented by income from the sale of postage
stamps, handicrafs and honey.

Robert Pitcairn was bom in Burntisland, Fife, on 6
May 1752, He was the son of John Pitcairm and his
wife, Elizabeth Dalrymple, and the grandson of David
Pitcaim, Minister of Dysart Parish Church for 49
years. John Pitcairn and his family werc comfortably
Off and well connccted socially. They may have
maintained homes in both Burntisiand and Edinburh,
2 common practice with the upper classes of the day.
At least two of John Pitcairo's children were borm
during the period they lived in Burntisland - Rabert
and his sister, Katharine, who was bom in 1750,
Katharine went on to marry Charles Cochrane, a son
of Lord Dundonald.

“The family had several military connections, the
most notable of which was John Pitcaim's role as
Major in the British Marines in the American Revolu-
tionary War. This has recently been recognised, and
a plague in his memory unveiled at Dysart,

14 year old midshipman, he joined the crew of HMS
Swallow under the command of Capiain Philip
Cartert on a round the world voyage: The Swallow
lost comact with her compaion ship, the HMS
Dolphin, in the South Pacifc, but pressed on, locking,
for signs of land. The Swallow's log for 1767 records
Robert Pitcaie's sighting and discovery:

we discovered fand (0 the northward of us.
Upon approaching it the next day (Friday, 3 July, it
appeared like a great rock rising from the sea... and it
having been discovercd by a young gentleman, son of
(Captain) Pitcaim of the Marincs, we called it
Pitcair’s Island.”

However, as the weather was stormy, alanding was
ot attempred at tha tme.

At the age of 15, Roberl would have been
inmensely proud to have an island named afte him.
Butsadly he would never know how famous hisisland
Was to become some 4D years later, when it was
discovered to have been the secret refuge of nine of
the Bounty mutineers.

Twwo and a hlf ycarsafter his discovery of Picaim
Itand, Midshipman Robert Pitcait was & member of
the crew of HIMS Aurora. On 20 December 1769, she
set sl from the Cape of Good Hope on & voyage to
India on behalf of the East India Company. Naither
the ship nor her crew were ever seen again, I was
assumed that the ship was overwhelmed in the Indian
Ocean by stom orfire, and that the crew, including 17
year old Robert itcaim,perished.
