The
demise of Alcan has generated £1
millon for sustainable development.
“The problem of how to spend it wisely
is one the any community would
welcome. The proposedholiday
vilage has the potenial to generate
additionl wealth both in and out of
the community. It could also provide
facliies that we can all enjoy. The
environmental report may not reflect
Tocal knowledge or opinion but we.
now have a brief opportunity to put
our case. Both fund and village offer
long term benefits. In the meantime.
we face several more months of road
works as our water supply is re-laid
and additional HGVs  demolish and
disperse the Alean factory.  As yet
there has been no debate on the future
of the Alcan sitc or indecd the level of

re-mediation required by Fife Council
or the Scottsh Environment Agency -
et us hope that the community has a
say inthis. At the other end of town
there are conflicting views regarding
conservation and redevelopment at the
East Port - aftr years of inactivity
and deterioration, any interest must be
welcome.  Offshore the trans-
shipment of coal will at least maintain
the level of maritime actvity of Alean
operations, while the decision to
assemble two Royal Navy carriers at
Rosyth  must  surely _benefit
Bumiisland in some way. That said
former Alcan employees may find
this optimism misplaced - yet many
are developing new skills and have
entreprencurial ideas that will benefit
the community at large - if so the
Alean fund maybe there 1o help.

Hamish Brown
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Burntisland’s Churches

by Iain Sommerville
Part 8 — The Catholic Church

For the five centuries leading up (0 the Reformation of
1560, the national chuch in Scotland was Catholic.
Burntisland’s Kirkion Church was therefore the town's first
Roman Catholic Church, and served as such from the 12th
centry or carler to the Reformation. (The Kirkton Church
was discussed in Part | of this series.)

“The preReformation national church had cojoyed a spe-
il elatonship with the Pop and with Rome, bu that was
10-end abruptly on the first day of August, 1560. When the
Scattish Parliament met on that fateful day, it desreed that
Scotland would thereaflr be a Protestant country with a
Protestantnational church.

“This declration was immedistel ollowed by draconian
anti-Catholic Tegislation. In pariculr, it became an offence,
punishable by death on the thid conviction, o say or o hear
Mass

‘Around 1560, Protestant mobs desecrated and destroyed
Cathalic monastries and churches. Considerable damage
was done to Dunfermline Abbey. Priests and monks were
involved n the removal from the Abbey of holy rlics for
safe kecping, and these included the head and hair of St
Margare, who had did in 1093. Some commentators have
supgested that these were concealed in Burntisland (later
Rossend) Castle for over 30 years until 1597, when they.
were taker to the Continent. Recent investigations by local
historian Bruce Duric throw doubt on his claim, although
there i some cvidence that it might b true. We shal proba-
bly never know what really happened

Persccution of the Scotish Catholic minority continued
for most of the |7th and 18th centuries,reaching its height
atthe time ofthe Jacobite risings of 1715 and 1745. By 1755,
it was reckoned that there were only cight Catholie in the
whole of Fife,

I 1793, he anti-Catholic measures were cased, and with
the passing of the Emancipation Act in 1829 they werc
effecively abolished. The Catholic Church began o recover
and develop, helped by the increase in immigation from
Treland, and i particular County Donegal.

It would, however, be some time before there was &
revival in Bumisland. The minister of the Parish Church,
writing in 836, compared his own flock of some 330 fa
e with the nusmber of Cathalic adherents - which he put i
e or four individuals.

‘Bumtisland's handful of Catholics were adaptable, and
made use of Whitever accommodation was avalable for
their serviees. The records show that Mass was sid i 1877
at an address in Somervile Stree, In the Tollowing year,
Father Joseph Bemard Hare opened a new mission staton in
he town, and Mass was celebrated overy six weeks in &
former sailloft inthe High Strct.

The development of the shal ofl works at Binnend i the
1880s brought a substanial umber of Catholics to the arca.
They were mosly of Irish descent, and typically arrived in
Burntisland viathe shale mines of West Loihisn, Many were
Gaclic speakers.

The arival of the shale workers meant that larger
premises for church services had o be found quickly. In
1882, the Kirkealdy area priest, Father Patrick Fay, applied
to Bumisland Town Council for permission to use the
Burgh Chambers for the saying of Mass. This provaked a
debate among the councillors, with some taking the view
that the Burgh Chambers should not be used for missionary
activ

However, s the Scotsh Coast Mission already held
rligious serviessinthe Burgh Charmbers, it was agreed that
in faimess, the Catholic Mock should be allowed to do
likewise, and free of charge as wel - athough, two ycars
late, the Council decided t impose a charge of five hillings
per cvening,

“The opening of the Lochies premises on
Saturday S June 1385 vas one of the most
significant eventsinthe history of the Cath-
olic Church in Bumiisiand, Here i how the.
following week's Fife Free Press reporied
the oceasion:

“On Saturday st (he Roman Catholic
Archbishop of Si. Andrews and Edinburgh
Lirchbishap Smith] solemnly. blessed and
opencd the Lochies School-Rooms, Burniis
Land, as a place of worship forthe Catholic
inbabitants_of Burnisland, Binend and
Kinghorn. The altar was tastefuly deco-
rated with flowers &c under the direction of
e Rev. G, Dowling,assised by Mrs. Coul,
Soulhhil, Owing 10 the remova of Rev, F.
Monaghan, who has been sent as assstant
1o the Rev. T. O'Neill, Broxburn, the Rev.
George Dowling. incunbent of the mision, alone assisted
His Grace in the opening services, Afier the services His
Grace was presented with an address, inehich he Catholic
inhabitanis of the above named places expressed thei feel-
ng of reat delightn having His Grace among them on such
an auspicious occasion. His Grace,in reply, afer exborting

“The availability of an Archbishop o conduct the cerc-

With their new home at the Lochics, the congregation
were ready to welcome the Catholic newcomers - agsin
mainly of Irish origin - who arived in Bumiisland to work
on major projects such asthe buikding of the railway to the
west (opened in 1890),the East Dock (1901), the aluminiom
works (1917) and the shipyard (1918), And there vas more.

The Buratistand Shipbuilding Company bocame the Cat-
olic Church's landlord when it bought the schoolrooms and.

The next major step was the churchs outight purchase of
their temporary Lochies home from the Bumtisland Ship-
building Company in 1923.

A fow years ater, the church authoriies reckoned that the
numberof Catholicsin Burntisiand, Kinghom and Aberdour

had grown to the extent that they could
sustain_their_own_parish, And so St
Josephs Roman Catholic Parish, based in
Bumtisland but catering for allthree com-
munties, came into being on 5 October
1930. Prior o that, Burmtsland had been
partof Kirkcaldy’s St Marie’s Parih.

‘The new St Josepis Parish necded a
permanent priest, and the fist to fill this
post was Father Thomas McCann. Iniially
he had to siay in the Kingswood Hotel,
while the search went on for suilable ac.
commodation for him. In 1931 the former
Coastguard Sition in East Leven Stcet
‘became availble, and the Catholic Church
secured tfor £1,450. This house, which has
alvays gone by the name Nellfed, is now
the home of the Editor of the Burgh Burz.
